Section 1     NAME and LOGO

                    The name of the club shall be "Tri-County Vettes". The club official logo/insignia as determined by the membership.

Section 1    MEMBERS

                    A. Initial membership shall be open to Corvette owners, enthusiasts and their significant other, each being considered a separate member.

                    B. All applicants must complete an application form and pay applicable dues to the Vice President or any other Officer of the club to become a member. Dues include NCCC membership and club dues. Prior to         

                       joining potential members may attend our meetings and/or events in order- to familiarize them with the club.

                    C. Any member may be expelled from the Club for behavior that would discredit or cause embarrassment to the Club or its membership. Charges may be filed by any member in good standing, and must be

Section 2     CLASS OF MEMBERSHIP
